About the Awards
The Communication Excellence Awards recognize outstanding communications efforts by chambers.  
Categories
Communications will be recognized in the following categories/areas:
1. Advertising & Marketing - print, web, TV, radio and outdoor advertising / marketing projects; membership brochures and promotions for events, awards and products
2. Campaigns (usually a program using multiple media) - advocacy, awards programs, economic development, chamber image, membership drives, etc.


3. Electronic - websites, blogs, mobile apps, mobile sites, social media campaigns, videos, e-Newsletters (submit two consecutive issues of newsletter)
4. Publications - annual reports, community guides, directories, magazines (submit two consecutive issues), or newsletters (submit two consecutive issues)




Chambers submitting entries can use any number of media sources they wish depending on how the communications effort relates or applies to their respective chamber and community.


Size Classes
One award will be presented to the highest scoring chamber in each of the four categories based on chamber size:
· Under 700 members or
· 700 members and over

Judging

· Entries will be judged on originality, design/quality, and results achieved.

· Entries must reflect communications efforts undertaken or completed during the past 18 months.

· Vendors may not submit entries on behalf of member clients.  Entries must come from member chambers that are members in good standing with CACCE.
· Chambers may enter any or all of the categories, but only one submission per category.

· Entries will be judged by an outside group of chamber professionals.

· If no entries are received in a category or if entries within a category are not deemed by the selection committee to be worthy of an award, then the committee reserves the right to present no award in that category.

· All awards are final, and CACCE staff nor selection committee members will comment on entries.

· Finalists will be notified in March 2019, and winners will be announced at the 2019 Staff Leadership Development Conference.  

Eligibility

Members of CACCE in good standing are eligible to apply.

Applications and Deadlines
Along with completed application and supporting material, a one-page double-spaced synopsis (highlighting the effort’s important features) must be submitted for each category entered.
